STATUS REPORT OF NET WORK UNDER ARIS AT THE UAS, BANGALORE.
There are two Internet Service Providers (ISPs) to GKVK Viz.,

    a) ERNET India

    b) National Informatic Center (NIC) Net

For External Connectivity:

ERNET India has provided 1 Mbps 1:1 port speed bandwidth with leased line from Delhi. NIC has provided the service through Radio Frequency (RF) link on share basis among all Government Institutions. GKVK gets an minimum bandwidth of 300 kbps
For Internal connectivity:
The entire GKVK campus is under Local Area Network (LAN) and Optic Fiber Cable (OFC) was used as backbone structure for better sustainability of the signals.

Other offices located at NSP, HPHT, Dry Land Agriculture building, Horticulture Division, Engineering College building and Sericulture College building in the GKVK are connected by point – point wireless connectivity from main ARIS. 
Further, the connectivity is also extended to the Directorate of Extension  and Main Research Station, Hebbal campus through point-point wireless connection.
Number of clients:
There are 840 PCs are in the campus. Out of which 650 PCs are connected to both Net works. Number of concurrent users is about 260 per day. Out of 650 PCs, 500 PCs are in ERNET and the remaining (150) are under NIC net. Among concurrent users, 50 – 60 are under NIC net.

Other Facilities:
Browsing Centre:
Internet facility is given to all the Departments, Labs and for all Research Schemes. Besides, we have also created one browsing center for students and staff with 30 PCs and it works from 8.45 am - 6 pm. In addition to this, 40 PCs were kept for browsing purpose at library for both students and staff members.

The ARIS Cell designed and developed the University website in the domain name www.uasbangalore.edu.in and it was launched on 21-7-2007. During the first month itself, it was found that 2, 14,000 hits over 18 countries.
E-Mail Server:

In addition to this, also set up the University E-Mail server and the ARIS Cell is giving

Zonal Agricultural Research Station (ZARS), Bramhavara is connected with broadband VSAT with 128 kbps bandwidth from ERNET and the Zonal Agricultural Research Station (ZARS), VC Farm, Mandya got connected from the Agril. College through point to point wireless link.  Internet and e-mail facilities are extended to all scientists.
